 This packet is for school year 2010 -2011 and is designed to streamline the process for 
joining any of our athletic teams.  Please complete all the forms attached and return them with 
your student prior to the first day of practice.  All paperwork must be in by Friday of the first 
week of practice.

 The athletic packet and a physical examination must be completed each year your stu-
dent participates in after-school athletics.  This important medical and contact information are 
kept on file in case of emergency.  Once your student has an athletic packet on file for the year 
the only additional paperwork that you will need to complete is a quarterly registration form 
listing the sport/class that your child will be participating in and the applicable fees.  The regis-
tration form will be mailed on quarterly basis attached to a brochure detailing the classes and 
athletic opportunities for the upcoming quarter. 

 You and your child should review all of the enclosed information.  Please pay particular 
attention to the sports agreement information and insure that you both have a complete under-
standing of the expectations for participation.

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REQUIREMENTS:

1.  A student must have a physical for the current school year (after May 2010) on which the doctor certifies the stu-
dent fit to participate prior to the first team practice.  All athletics forms must be signed and turned in to the athletic 
director prior to participation in the first day of practice.

2.  A student must have participated in P.E. class during the day in order to practice or play in a game, unless the stu-
dent was absent for school for an appointment during his/hers P.E. class.  A student who was absent during the 
school day may not participate in athletics after school that day.

3.  As a responsible person and representative of Orange Grove Middle School and Community Schools , all students 
and coaches will conduct themselves in a respectful and positive manner in their interactions with team members 
and coaches, league officials, spectators, bus drivers, and other student athletes and coaches.

TIME: 

1.  All practices will begin at 2:45 p.m. and finish at 4:15 p.m.  Please pick your student up from the parking lot by 
4:30 p.m.  Students need to be picked up within thirty minutes of the return to school from an away game.  Coaches 
will remain with the students until the last player is picked up.

2.  Intramural teams will practice two days per week.  Interscholastic teams will practice four days per week(Monday 
- Thursday).

3.  All team members should attend each practice and game.  If a player misses a practice it will count as either an 
excused or unexcused absence.  In order for an absence to be excused, the absence must be communicated ahead of 
time through parent/guardian contact with the coach or athletic director.  The parent/guardian should call the school 
office to leave a message for the coach or should send a note prior to the day of the planned absence.  An absence will 
be excused with verification for illness, medical appointments, appointments with a teacher for assistance, “lessons” 
or religious education.

EQUIPMENT:

1.  Each student will be given a uniform to use and must be returned in good condition after the last game or match 
of the season.  If the uniform is lost or excessively damaged the student will be charger a replacement cost for the 
uniform.  He or she will not be allowed to enroll in another Community Schools’ activity until fee has been paid.

ACADEMICS:

1.  All students must maintain a minimum passing grade of “D” or better in all classes in which they are registered in 
order to maintain athletic eligibility.  Any students with a “C” or below in a reporting period will be monitored 
weekly for academic progress.  Students eligibility will be initially checked during the most recent grading period )1 
week intervals).  Once determined ineligible, the student will be ineligible for a one week period.  After that time, the 
student’s eligibility will be rechecked and the student may become eligible if all grades are passing.  No student may 
participate if failing a class at any time during the season.

5.  Out of school suspensions form school will result in removal from the team.
